Activity 2
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The North Pole is the northernmost point
on Earth.

There is no land at the North Pole, only ice.
The North Pole is the middle of the Artic
ocean, which is mostly frozen. The ice is

about three metres thick.

No one owns the North Pole. It is in
international waters.
In summer, the sun never sets.

You will find polar bears near the north

pole.
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The South Pole is the southernmost place on
Earth.

It is located on land topped by more than 2700
metres of solid ice.

The piece of land is a continent called Antarctica.
The South Pole is much colder than the North
Pole.

There is a scientific base at the South Pole where
between 50 and 200 scientists live and work.

You will find penguins at the South Pole.

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The equator is an imaginary line that divides
the Earth in half.

The equator is an equal distance between the
North and South Poles.

It travels across the Indian, Pacific and Atlantic

oceans.
